The Persecuted Church
Acts 8:1-4

Act 8:1-4 Now Saul was consenting to his death. At that time a
great persecution arose against the church which was at Jerusalem; and
they were all scattered throughout the regions of Judea and Samaria,
except the apostles. (2) And devout men carried Stephen to his burial,
and made great lamentation over him. (3) As for Saul, he made havoc
of the church, entering every house, and dragging off men and women,
committing them to prison. (4) Therefore those who were scattered
went everywhere preaching the word.




Acts 21:8-9
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“On the next day we left and
came to Caesarea, and entering
the house of Philip the
evangelist, who was one of the
seven, we stayed with him. Now
this man had four virgin
daughters who were
prophetesses.”




Reductionist Misconceptions of doing the work of
Evangelism in Post-Christian world.

REVIVALISM: - get them to the big tent.

CHURCH GROWTH & PLANTISM: - Must plant a
church first.

SEPARATISM: - Evangelism & Discipleship separate.

(Only) PROFESSIONALISM: (let the
pastor/evangelist/apologist do it)

ANTI-PROFESSIONALISM:

PRIVATISM: (Believe what you want, just keep it to
yourself!)
